SUBSCRIPTIONS   These are now due for the year ending 30th September, 2012 and a renewal form is attached to this newsletter.   Subscriptions remain unchanged for the tenth successive year and are £19.00 for senior and junior riding members and £10 for non-riders.   £10 of each subscription has to be paid as an affiliation fee to British Riding Clubs.
SUNDAY, 11th MARCH   You will already have seen on the club's Facebook page that at 10am. this is one of the dates arranged for preparing the showground for the coming season.   The other date is Saturday, 17th March at 9am.   Do please let Michelle White (shellwhite@hotmail.com  or by Facebook), know on which date you can be there to lend a hand.

REWARD CARDS.   These will be issued to members (or friends) on each occasion they assist in some way;  either by showground preparation, course-building, stewarding, etc.  Five reward cards will entitle a person to a free £5 class entry fee or £5 to spend on refreshments.

RIDING HATS   British Riding Clubs have introduced a ruling stating that any member riding in an Area competition to qualify for the National Championships must wear a hat with a coloured tag to show that the hat is of the correct specification.   Currently hats can only be tagged by the chief steward at the actual competition, and competitors will only be allowed to use a hat of the required specification.    In order to avoid disappointment please do make sure your hat complies with the rule which states:

 A correctly fitted and secured hat must be worn when mounted, lungeing, leading or loading horses. Hats must carry one of the following current hat standards, PAS 015, BSEN 1384, ASTM F1163, EN 1384, or Snell E2001 and should carry a BSi ‘KITE’ mark or the American equivalent, the ‘SEI’ mark. All hats should carry a ‘CE’ mark.

It is also vital that the hat kitemark is legible (e.g., not worn away on an older hat).
Please also note that a Pony Club or BE tag will not be accepted by British Riding Clubs, whose tag will be a different colour. 

CROSS-COUNTRY TRAINING.   This has been arranged to take place at The Grange, Herringswell, near Newmarket, on Saturday, 14th April at 11am.   The trainer will again be the popular and experienced Barrett Watson on this course, with an excellent variety of well-built jumps, including a water complex. This fee is very well subsidised by the club; the fee for most other similar training courses is £60.00.   The closing date is Friday, 6th April. Please note that there will be no first aid cover on the course although this can be called by telephone if necessary.
